If you have your spreadsheets at home, then please continue to analyse your data and format your spreadsheets. I would like you to begin a test plan for your spreadsheet models. I have taken a section from the text book to help you and attached exemplar work. Please do as much as possible.
Check and test the spreadsheet to ensure that it works correctly

You should prepare a plan of the tests you want to perform. Your test plan is a means of checking that your spreadsheet meets its requirements, and also provides an opportunity for identifying errors. Testing will be more effective if you;

· Write a test plan setting specific goals

· Cover all aspects of your spreadsheet

· Prioritise the tests

· Write the tests in detail

· Evaluate the tests

A test is an input and expected result. Your test plan should include tests on the formulas, function, user interface and validation. Review your test results carefully. Did you get the results you expected? What did you find out?

Examine the results and ensure they are accurate.

Remember – do not worry if you find errors –the purpose of the testing is to find them!
